Dear Parents and Guardians:

As we bring our Religious Education program to a close, we have already begun
planning for next year. Enclosed you will find your registration form for the 2010-2011
school year. Please read all forms carefully as changes have been made for the
upcoming year! We ask that this form be completed and returned to the Religious
Education Office with the tuition fee in a timely fashion. We do request that you give the
registration process priority as we are enforcing a due date of July 1. Any registrations
received after that date will be subject to a late fee. (See registration form for
additional fees.)

The Religious Education office will be closed for the month of August. Any
registrations not processed by the end of July will be handled in September when the

office reopens on 9/7. Classes will begin the week of Sunday, September 19",

1. The tuition is $210.00 per child grades K-9 which includes all sacramental costs.
As in the past, full tuition is due at the time of registration or it is considered
incomplete and cannot be processed. (Please note that in cases of financial
hardship, scholarships may be granted. Contact the religious education office.)
Please note the following: There is a tuition cap of $650.00 per family. Tuition is
required for ALL students: pre-K through 9th!

2. The schedule of the class times and hours being offered for the 2010-2011 school
year has changed. Please take note of the class sessions and times on the enclosed
yellow paper.

3. The Confirmation students will meet on a monthly basis starting in September.
A schedule will be sent to all registered Confirmation candidates over the summer.
The program will consist of meetings, seminars, masses, on-going service
activities, a culminating service experience pot luck supper and a retreat.

Please note that the tuition for the Confirmation students of $210. 00 is the same
as K-8 and the same registration due date is in effect!

4. Volunteer Sign-up form: Your commitment to help in these areas is a vital part
of your children’s religious education. We will offer training and guidance to all

prospective catechists. For the safety and security of your children, we will
assign all parents who have not volunteered in any other_capacity to hall

monitor duty during their child’s class time once or twice a year. A list will be

sent out to all parents. If you are not able to come on your scheduled day, please

make arrangements to switch with another parent or call the office well in advance.

*** Catechists are the heart of our program. You may consider
sharing a teaching position with another person if you can’t
commit to a weekly schedule.

Absence policy: Our attendance policy concurs with the Byram Hills School
District in that if your child is absent, we require a phone call from you to
alert us that he/she will not be attending that day. Our program has grown to
over 600 students and if 20 students are absent in one session, it is not beyond
the realm of possibility that our phones could remain tied up for an extended
period of time as we try to contact parents to address their child’s
whereabouts. These calls keep us from receiving other important incoming
calls as well as bringing all other office activities to a halt. Please cooperate!!

Early release from class: If you need to pick up your child early, please
come into the office. We will bring your child to you.

Absences: Grades 6-8 are allowed 3 absences before make-ups are required.

These classes are held during Friday evenings in Lent. Contact our office if
further information is required.

If during the school year your child experiences a scheduling conflict, parents
are responsible to contact your child’s teacher to make up all work missed.

Students will not be permitted to switch classes in such instances.

Remember to obtain a transportation form from your child’s school if bus
transportation is used!!

Thank you for your time and attention to these very
important matters. We are looking forward to the
opportunity of working with you and your children in the
coming school year!

* Classroom experiences have made us realize that the 6, 7", and 8" grade
students physically need more classroom space in order to have a comfortable
learning environment. With this in mind, we will be limiting class size for these
grades to 12 students.

* The class times for the Monday and Wednesday afternoon classes are governed
by the Byram Hills class dismissal schedules and will be adjusted if necessary.
Please note: If there is a scheduled early dismissal from school that is not weather
related, there will be no afternoon classes because there would be no bus service
available. However, unless otherwise stated, evening classes will continue as usual.

* Because of scheduling complexities, classes will not be finalized until July 15"
at which point your class selection will be emailed to you. Please save this
information on your computer so it will serve as a reminder of your child’s class
throughout the summer months.
